Parabase Plus P is a lightly modified asphalt coated fiberglass
base sheet or base ply. Parabase Plus P consists of a
lightweight random fibrous glass mat impregnated and coated
with a modified blend of styrene-butadiene-styrene (SBS) and
asphalt. The unique top surface is factory coated with a
proprietary Syntan® acrylic coating.

Product Uses

Parabase Plus P is designed for use under guaranteed Siplast
Roof Systems in certain nailable applications to facilitate
adhesion of Paradiene 20 SA. Parabase Plus P is not
intended for direct application of Parapro PMMA Liquid Resin.
Parabase Plus P is lapped 3 inches (7.6 cm) at sides and 6
inches (15.2 cm) at ends, and is mechanically fastened
according to Siplast requirements.

Product Approvals

Parabase Plus P is approved by FM Approvals (FM Standard
4470) for use as a nailed base sheet in Siplast Parapro,
Paradiene 20/30, Veral, and Parafor 50 LT non-insulated
lightweight concrete roof deck constructions, subject to FM
conditions and limitations.

Laboratories as a cULus rated G2 Base Sheet. Parabase Plus
P is approved by Underwriters Laboratories for use in UL
